Historical toponymy and sacred topography

Abstract: The article analyzes the significance of medieval toponymy in the formation of the ethnic
territory. The research issue is examined comparatively, based on interdisciplinary historical written
sources and oral data. By studying the medieval toponymic system of the Kazakh people in the context
of ethno-ontology, we relied on the concept of a specific ethnic group’s temporal continuum-—its geo-
mythological essence.

The data base consists of traditional written historical sources related to the issues of medieval
Kazakhstan history, a comprehensive collection of monuments related to oral history, literary works, as
well as recent archaeological and ethnographic material data. Attention was paid to the historical and
cultural aspects of the sacred nature of toponyms. Therefore, studying the issues of medieval toponymy
in the context of the formation of the ethnic territory of the Kazakh people allows us to address complex
issues through folklore materials, especially national data derived from the poetry of the bards. By com-
paratively analyzing the onomastic space with the model of the living world in the minds of the people
today, we can deepen the content of important issues in its ethnic history, the formation of ethnic terri-
tory, ethnogenesis, and ethnic relations.

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Turanga: traditional processing methods,
its sanctity in the environment

Abstract: The distribution area of trees «Populus diversiolia», «<Populus pruinosa» from the family
«Populus section Turanga» on the territory of Kazakhstan can be divided into two: in the southeast and
east in the Balkhash-Alakol basin in the Aktau valley Zhetysu, Bakanas, Zharkent, Altynemel, Zaysan,
Moyynkum; in the south and southwest in the sandy zone along the middle and lower reaches of the
Syrdarya river, Northern Kyzylkum.

Turanga provides an environmental service such as «environmental cleanup», «sand stop», «natural
monument» for the local population and it is an integral part of the life of the residents of the place where
it grows. The use of turanga by the Kazakh people in everyday life is a feature of knowledge of nature, the
connection between <human and nature» and the formation of a unique system of folk knowledge and
worldview. In addition to the manufacture of various household and household items, water transport —
boats, it was also used for architectural construction. It is prohibited to mow turanga due to its inclusion
in the «<Red Books.

The article is dedicated to an important issue — Karabakh agriculture, which is included in
the work of the people’s writer Ali Valiyev. Here, attention is paid to all the processes and points from
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A.Valiyev, as well as the method of comparative analysis were used in the writing of the research work.

The research suggests that the people of Karabakh have a rich agricultural culture and that they have
gained enough experience in this field. The comparative analysis of the materials in our hands shows that
the rules, customs, and customs that A.Valiyev collected from the population of Karabakh and included
in his work, in general, most of the agricultural work performed were the same as in other regions of

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Karabakh agriculture created by the people’s writer Ali Valiyev

Introduction

The people of Azerbaijan have been engaged
in various economic fields since ancient times,
and thanks to the rich empirical knowledge, habits
and experiences they have gained from time to
time, they have learned the «language» of the land,
increased its productivity and, in return, have further
expanded their fields of occupation. Agriculture has
been one of the areas that occupy an important place
in the people’s lifestyle and economic life.

Studies have shown that one of the most
important innovations of the Neolithic-Neolithic
period was characterized by the emergence of
agriculture. The current innovation was organically
connected with the development of productive
forces. Local tribes living a sedentary lifestyle
were mainly engaged in harvesting and agriculture
[Bunyadov, Guliyev, Javadov, 2007:67].

In the ethnographic science of Azerbaijan,
researches were conducted on various fields of
agriculture. Over the past years, the historical
development of agriculture has been consistently
followed, farming systems, farming methods,
traditions related to this field have been involved
in research. In these studies, in order to fully
describe and analyze the agricultural culture of
Azerbaijan, along with historical, ethnographic,
archaeological materials, examples of fiction, as
well as the treasure of oral folk creativity were also
used. Because the people’s economic life, material
and spiritual culture, family-marriage relations have
been comprehensively described in the works of
our poets, writers and thinkers. In this regard, Ali
Valiyev, one of the prominent representatives of
the 20th century Azerbaijani literature, the people’s
writer, attracts attention.

Each person can be considered the best infor-
mant in the study of ethnographic issues of his time.
If we take into account that the person is an intel-
ligent and informed representative of his time, the
value of the ethnographic materials, sambal, increas-
es even more. From this point of view, A.Valiyev’s
personality and creativity are commendable. Its lit-
erary and artistic treasury is more memorable for
the wealth of ethnographic materials. Throughout
his multifaceted creativity, the writer touched on
many issues of ethnography, including economic
fields, the development of grain cultivation, harvest-
ing, harvest and storage rules, etc. in the first half of
the 20th century in Karabakh, one of the charming
corners of Azerbaijan. described the issues broadly
and comprehensively.
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Since A.Valiyev spent his childhood and youth
in different villages of Karabakh, he acts as a liv-
ing witness of what he saw and experienced in his
works. It is for this reason that the reader sees the
author of the work sometimes as a plower, some-
times as a sower, sometimes as a waterman, and
sometimes as a reaper. Participant in the entire pro-
cess, from plowing the soil and sowing the seeds to
harvesting, the laboring writer becomes an infor-
mant who provides ample ethnographic material for
any researcher.

In his novel “The Road to Turacli”, The writer
describes the life of Karabakh farmers as follows:
“After rattling the sickle several times, the farmer
wrapped it in a sickle made of black felt. Some did
not have a bull, many did not have seed, and some
did not have a mate. Therefore, the people gathered
the oxen and couples together and planted the land
in turn. Yonja people called it “avaja” [Valiyev,
1971:5].

It should be noted that “avaja” is an association
formed by villagers to plow their land in turn, and
such forms of association are expressed in Azerbai-
jani ethnography with various terms such as “part-
nership”, “hoy”, “badal”, “mddgom” in the sense of
mutual assistance has been used. The second group
of people helping each other is the mutual, but gra-
tuitous help they give each other directly with their
labor, labor tools, draft animals and other livestock
in household and household work. This kind of as-
sistance also belongs to the institution of mutual as-
sistance [Rajabli, 2008:6].

A.Valiyev sufficiently described the mutual aid
labor unions that existed in his time.

Material and method

According to the information we collected from
the people of Karabakh, the main condition for crop
growth in the cultivated area is good plowing of the
soil. It is impossible to get an abundant harvest from
quality soil that is not plowed or combed. As the
ethnographic scientists say, our farmers who chose
the soil from the soil and the soil from the soil, for
this very reason, differed from each other in terms of
their structure, as well as the characteristics of culti-
vating the soil. — created several plow tools and used
them locally for centuries [Javadov, 1990:17-18].
According to the structure and function, the plow
tools included in each group were divided into dif-
ferent types. This was due to the natural-geograph-
ical conditions of Azerbaijan, the variety of soil
cover, and finally, the fact that plowing tools have
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local characteristics in zones [Javadov, 1979:21].
The description of this in A.Valiyev’s story “The
Past Days” is admirable: “...in our village, they used
to sow the land sometimes with coulters, often with
pairs (in Karabakh they called khish). Five necks of
oxen were attached to a cow, four or three necks of
oxen to a couple. One neck means two bulls. Five
necks, that is, ten oxen. The one who holds the
mace of the kota or the couple is called maggal,
and the one who drives the oxen to plow the land
is called hodagchi. The last of the five necks was
called ambil, the fourth was called sazik, the third
was garagayish, the second was alalti, and the first
was called gabag. A long tree is called a yoke, and a
thin tree hanging from the holes of the yoke is called
a sami. They put one end of the yoke around the
neck of each ox and tie it with a rope. According to
the current rule, a hodakh would control both neck
(pair) harness animals” [Valiyev, 1981:372].

In his works of literature, he mentioned what
is needed for farming, that those who have their
own oxen and a belt spend more time on plowing
the farmland, and also mentioned the current rule
among farmers: “These were the things that were
suitable for farming: oxen, belt, and gavah. If every-
one had one bull joining the pair, they had two bulls.
This meant that his land had to be plowed for two
days for one ox. For a strap that reached four necks,
two avajas fell.

There was such a rule in the cattle ranches: who-
ever we worked with had to be given breakfast and
lunch, four bundles of alfalfa for the eight oxen join-
ing the couple had to be brought to the corner, and
the animals had to eat it” [Valiyev, 1976:435].

A.Valiyev, who saw all the above-mentioned
difficulties related to planting and plowing the land
with his own eyes, also touched on the changes in
the economic life of the Karabakh villagers after
the revolution in his works: “New rumblings were
heard in the corners of Karabakh, which had been
longing for land for many years. The villagers, who
had never seen a ride except for four-legged ones,
used to come across a fast-moving mini, the sound
of which children rejoiced. It was a tractor that
paid more than an hour for the work done by four
oxen, a jackal, and two men in one day, and perhaps
boasted with its roar. A tractor that plowed into the
deep layers of the soil and turned the bottom over,
plowed the pomegranate and was subject to the joy
of the peasants, was rare at the time. It gradually
increased” [Valiyev, 1977:300].

Land is a place for people to lean on, a source of
people’s livelihood. Life is fertilized from soil. It is

no coincidence that our forefathers have trusted the
land for centuries, worked hard for it and took care
of it. In order to reap a rich harvest from the land,
our ancestors plowed it, combed it, plowed it, and
watered it from time to time. The writer’s phrase
“Nothing can whiten the face like soil” [Valiyev,
1981:165] used by the writer in “The Past Days”
was not said by chance.

A.Valiyev described the agricultural field in the
story “A pair sweats” as follows: “When the year
comes, the fields of wheat rise in the Yazi plain, in
which no horseman can be seen. In these places, both
wet and dry soils are fertile and lush. He who sows
grows, and he who sows reaps. [Valiyev, 1968:37].
Referring to field ethnographic studies, it can be said
that damya farming existed historically in other re-
gions of Azerbaijan as well as in Karabakh.

Discussion

It is clear from the ethnographic materials that
irrigation of agricultural fields is of great impor-
tance. Irrigation sources mainly consisted of riv-
ers, streams and springs, lakes and ponds. At times,
farmers suffered from water shortages or floods. The
writer mentions in his works that when the crops
planted and cultivated by the farmers are plentiful,
it is a wedding-festival for them. When the summer
is fertile, the villagers rejoice, saying, “I hope this
year we will have so much grain that if we throw
a ball, it will stop the river” and take a deep breath
[Valiyev, 1971:162]. Sometimes, when it rains a lot,
the crops will be damaged, the labor of the farmer
will be wasted, and the harvest will be lost. The
writer emphasizes that the people used their faith in
the forces of nature and called the musalla to stop
the rain. Ethnographer G.Javadov noted that in the
thinking of ancient Azerbaijanis, the Sun is a kind
of living being, if people need it, according to their
thinking, it is necessary to summon it and use its
power. In accordance with this, when there were
heavy rains and hailstorms, people would say “Sun-
rise, sunrise, ride a horse, come out” and resort to
magical measures [Javadov, 1990:109]. Calling the
sun was also known by names such as “godu-godu”,
“dodu-dodu”, “godu-godu” in different regions of
Azerbaijan.

A.Valiyev described the “godu-godu” ceremo-
ny in his novel “The Road to Turacli” as follows:
“When the rain did not stop... a group of village
youth gathered together one night and first tied forty
knots. Then they carried the god. One of the young
men kept the long coat ready in his hand, and the
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others took turns calling out the name of the bald
man they remembered. Each time the name of a bald
person was mentioned, a knot was tied, so forty bald
people were named and forty knots were completed.
The layer was buried in the ground. Young people
decorated the godu and went door to door. They
put a lid on the big wooden bucket and dressed the
tree. At each door, the bearers recited the following
words and received a share:

Qodu-qodunu gordiinmii?
Qoduya salam verdinmi?
Qodu gedonden bari

Hec giin iizii gérdiinmii?

Catma, ¢atma ¢atmaya,
Catma yero batmaya.
Qoduya az pay veronin
Sicimi donsiin qatmaya.

Catma , catma ¢atmaya,
Catma yero batmaya
Qoduya az pay veranin
Muradina ¢atmaya!

After going around the whole village, those
carrying the godu made a general party and enjoyed
themselves with the share they collected» [Valiyev,
1971:39, 238]. Since our land is a heap, our hands
were always in the sky and our eyes were in the
clouds, the proverb «It didn’t rain, the reeds didn’t
run out» seemed to have been told in our places
[Valiyev, 1976:147]. «When it doesn’t rain, the
villagers gather in the kobo. Mulla stands in front
and prays three rakats. If the people have what they
have, they sacrifice oxen, heifers, and sheep. The
young people took a water container in each hand...
A seven-eight-year-old child was walking in front.
In his hand was a little water in a copper vessel,
and in the water was a spoon-tailed fish. The group
entered the fields and orchards, walked around the
gardens, stood in the haystacks and loudly beat the
dishes and sang:

Comgeoquyruq no istor?
Allahdan yagis istor.
Oli xamurlt qalib,

Bircoe qasiq su istor.

Comgoquyruq bagri gan,
Susuzdan olub san-san,
Baliq sussuz yasamaz,
Allah su osirgomoz”
[Valiyev, 1971:240].
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From the works of the writer, it is known that the
population went to the fortress even when it was not
raining. For example: «There were nineteen years
before the meeting of the nineteenth century and
the twentieth century. There was a severe drought
in Karabakh. Ishikli, Gargabazari, Gochahmadli,
Dadali, Mollavali, Arish villages also went to the
siege and suffered the blood of several Karamals,
but still it did not rain. Men were sad, wives mourned
and cried. The sown ones dried up and burned in the
sheaths, the sedges and mows became discolored,
the grass turned into dust and was blown into the
sky» [Valiyev, 1976:227].

Since time immemorial, our people have
observed many events in everyday life, tested them,
measured a hundred ways, and as a result created
their own beliefs about these events. One of these
beliefs is the belief in the «Murad bird» to protect
crops from pests. A. In his novel «Traces Left
in Karabakhy», Valiyev talks about how locusts
attacked the agricultural fields and how the villagers
found a way out of this trouble by benefiting from
their beliefs. «The grasshopper that came from Iran
spread to the plains of Yazi and mowed the farash
wheat fields faster than a sharp scythe.

Old people who have seen the world asked to
call «Murad bird».

One of the villagers went to the top of the hill
and said loudly:

Murad, Murad

Zomilor 6z malin olsun.
Afat ¢oyirtko

Zomini yeso

Qalmaz bir tike

Murad , Murad

Boarks diismiisiik, alini uzat.

When the sun rose to the place of chesht, a flock
of birds from Aliyanli forests and a flock of birds
from the Gafan side flew over the enemy on the Yazi
plains. Murad birds used to peck out the eyes of
grasshoppers with their beaks and throw them aside
with their nails.

- Murad’s bird sometimes gets poisoned after
breaking a grasshopper with its beak. If there is a
lake, he immediately enters the lake and swims,
cleans himself and returns to the air» [Valiyev,
1977:229]. The ethnography of Azerbaijan
emphasizes that the locust attack on crops and other
reasons had a bad effect on productivity in grain
farming. Although all these factors slowed down
the development of grain farming in Azerbaijan in
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the Middle Ages, they could not cause its decline.
Empirical knowledge of the people, more skillful
and skillful use of existing simple labor tools in
this field, as well as the introduction of artificial
irrigation led to an increase in productivity in grain
farming, and its cultivated area expanded over the
centuries [Bunyadov, Guliyev, Javadov, 2007:70].

In his works, A. Valiyev also talks about how
farmers prepare for harvesting grain and barley fields
and the rules for putting farm tools into working
condition: “My grandfather sharpened the mouth of
sickles with oil and stones. Patched leather aprons.
He built the torn places of the children’s palans and
sacks” [Valiyev, 1976:160]. Since our corner was
a mill, we plucked the barley by hand, tied it head
to foot. Valish, who reaped grain with a scythe and
a sickle, often plucked the husked grain and tied it
upside down, loaded it on carts and transported it to
the threshing floor, now saw that they were grind-
ing the grain [Valiyev, 1977:39]. It should be noted
that ethnographer S.Maharramova writes that in ad-
dition to the sickle, chisel, and pestle used during
harvesting in Karabakh, the tool called “bandam-
buram” is also used [Maharramova, 2007:109]. It is
clear from field-ethnographic data that harvesting is
a quick and immediate labor process. Harvesting of
grain usually began early in the morning, and the
grain was loaded onto horses, oxen, carts, and car-
ried to the threshing floor for threshing. The writer
described the barley harvest in which he participated
as follows: “When my grandfather came to our vil-
lage in 1915, barley was just being harvested. Since
the spring was rainy, the grain was good. All of us,
except my elder sister, were going to harvest. Since
our corner was a mill, we plucked the barley by
hand, tied it head to foot.

My mother, my two sisters, and my father used
to wear clothes, and I would wear them first, and
then I would put the bafas between them and tie
them. When the sun rose to the place of chesht,
grandfather and son were loading two donkeys. |
used to take the loaded carts to the village, drop
them at the threshing floor, and return. Even though
the weather is hot, he works enthusiastically, so to
speak, he goes to work, and occasionally I called
the old man at the suggestion and demand of my
taste” [Valiyev, 1976:139]. From A.Valiyev’s cre-
ativity, we also get information about the method
of measuring grain threshed in a threshing ma-
chine: “Until the first years of Soviet rule in Azer-
baijan, grain threshed in a threshing machine was
not weighed on a scale, but measured with a bowl.
Four dinavichs were counted as one bushel, six

bushels as one keviz, and one keviz as two idols”
[Valiyev, 1976:108].

The result

In his works, The writer noted that the people of
Karabakh are engaged in rice cultivation as well as
grain cultivation. At the beginning of the 19th and
20th centuries, the region was one of the areas where
rice cultivation was widespread. The villages of the
region located on the banks of the Hekari, Tartar
and Araz rivers had especially favorable conditions
for the development of rice farming [Maharramova,
2007:112]. In his novel “Traces Left in Karabakh”,
The writer emphasizes that rice is planted on the
banks of the Hekari and Barghusad rivers. After see-
ing with my own eyes rice, which has always gained
fame as “rice of rivers” in our country, I completely
believed that rice is not inferior to wheat in terms of
income and benefits [Valiyev, 1977:453]. Due to its
diversity, rice differs from other grain crops. Thus,
it has been determined that there are more than fifty
types and varieties of rice in Azerbaijan [Bunyadov,
Guliyev, Javadov, 2007:116]. Paddy is a labor in-
tensive crop. It is in the water from planting to har-
vesting. That’s why rice farmers say that “rice is
sown in water and it grows in water.” Rice planting
starts in spring. In April-May, seeds are sown in pre-
pared spots [Guliyev, 1985:22]. As in the harvesting
of grain, a sickle, a sickle, a sickle, and a sickle were
used in the harvesting of rice. During the harvest, the
reaper tied an armlet (made of leather, wool or cot-
ton fabric) on his wrist, and on his left hand he wore
a grate or a glove [Bunyadov, Guliyev, Javadov,
2007:124]. Threshing of rice and threshing of wheat
and barley are not similar to each other. Wheat and
barley are threshed with a threshing machine, oxen
are yoked to the threshing floor, and they are often
turned over with a harrow and then with a plow. As
soon as the elder said “it’s done”, the oxen are un-
tied, the winnowing machine is assembled, the hay
turns into a threshing floor, the villagers take the
plow and blow it, and the wind separates the grain
from the chaff. After threshing the rice, they don’t
attach it to the harrow, they harrow the animals and
thresh them. After barley and wheat are washed and
dried, they are ground in a mill and become flour,
while rice is water or pounded in a foot mill to be-
come rice [Valiyev, 1977:453].

The foot dingy was not very complicated in its
construction and the way it was used...it was made
by local craftsmen from oak, walnut and other hard
woods. Water dings were spread in all rice-grow-

ing regions of Azerbaijan. Water dinghs, which are
significantly different from foot dinghies due to
their structure and production capacity, were also
made by local craftsmen. Water dams were built in
villages, usually on the banks of rivers near settle-
ments [Bunyadov, Guliyev, Javadov, 2007:126-
127]. It is clear from the ethnographic data that
water dings existed along with foot dings used for
cleaning rice.

The writer notes that the population of the region
is also engaged in cotton growing, and he even dedi-
cated a collection of essays called “Crane Train” to
cotton growing women. Cotton has gained fame in
the world as one of the most valuable, profitable and
promising technical crops. They use cotton as both
fuel and fodder. No doubt, our people called this
plant “white gold” due to its high quality.

In the story “Gulshan”, A.Valiyev mentioned
how Gulshan first cleaned the cotton field of stones
and how he took care of the land. He says in the
language of Gulsha: “Cotton is irrigated with fur-
rows, cross-cultivated, cultivated at the right time,
during thinning, the soil has shifted so much that
it has become perfect.” The soil was softened to a
depth of eighteen centimeters with a sheet weighing
a kilogram, and the bottom of the bushes was filled”
[Valiyev, 1972:230].

The people of Azerbaijan used their own meth-
ods to clean cotton from harmful insects, based on
empirical knowledge and beliefs. In his collection
of essays called “Crane Train”, Nasir explains the
simple method of cleaning the pest in the cotton
field in the language of a cotton farmer: “We used
to hang lanterns in the middle of the field. We filled
the bathtub with water and put it under the lantern,
when the butterflies touched the hot glass, burned
their wings and fell to the ground, they fell into the
water” [Rajabli, 2008:45].

Cotton picking began in September-October,
before the rains. Cotton was harvested by hand, and
from the first half of the 20th century with the help
of machinery.

In order to dry the cotton in the air, mobile gins
were made from reeds. These scales were placed
next to the field [Valiyev, 1972:235].

Historically, cotton, which has been cultivated
since ancient times and takes the first place among
fibrous plants, has been considered the main raw
material for the art of weaving for centuries. The
writer noted that the cotton grown in Karabakh was
made into millet in the factory of the nobles and
gentlemen, and stated that the miller of our factory
went to Baku to Haji Zeynalabdin Taghiyev’s cloth
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factory. , and was sent to Ivanovo-Voznesensky
[Valiyev, 1971:442].

From the works of the writer, we learn that the
people of the region are also engaged in horticulture.
Every inch of Karabakh land was fertile, so all kinds
of crops were grown there. A.Valiyev labeled the
products of this land as follows:

«The fruits of our village — watermelon, peas,
beans, mashi are famous in the whole district. Those
who bite the slices of bilarchin, sineyvaz, sarikoynak
fruits will lick their lips for a while, and the taste
will not leave their palates. Our watermelons are big
enough. You cut blood-red. It’s like they poured a lot
of money into it. Henceforth, the roasted peas sold
in Shusha Castle were the product of our land. Those
who do not eat our red beans and red mash should
be angry with themselves» [Valiyev, 1968:39]. In
his works, he tells about the blessings produced by
the lands of Karabakh, how our ancestors looked at
the land as sustenance and blessing for centuries and
benefited from it.

From Ali Valiyev’s creativity, we also get in-
formation about the abundance of horticultural and
vegetable products in Karabakh. Adib writes that
the fruits and vegetables grown in the villages of
“Baghdat” were so abundant and colorful that he did
not end up transporting them to the houses of gentle-
men and to the market for sale. Bidana mulberry,
linen-shirt walnut, golden Ahmadi apple, pear that
drips when you touch it, cranberry, mulberry, grape
of more than twenty varieties and each of them are
considered delicious, goulash and sweet pomegran-
ate, fragrant quince and yellow fig, etc. The ladies
liked it very much, and they used to make doshab,
cook irchal, make jam, dry them, or hang them, fill
them in the cart when they “go down” and take them
with them [Valiyev, 1952:352]. Nasir also noted that
horticultural products were made into jam, pickled,
and a certain type of food was prepared: “Cabbage,
cucumber, red beans, tomatoes, eggplant, scallions,
garlic, borage, pepper, and various green pickles
were put in jars. Servants sewed big bags to collect
dry mulberry and walnut kernels. They prepared
cranberry akhtas and pomegranate ghazal. They
cooked sheshtirang from cranberry axta, and dyed
yarn for socks from pomegranate gazal” [Valiyev,
1952:352].

Conclusion
It is clear from the conducted historical-ethno-

graphic research that A.Valiyev, who is considered
one of the well-known representatives of Azerbaijani
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literature, is one of the writers distinguished by his
sufficient knowledge of the farming culture of our
people, especially the people of Karabakh. In addition
to showing the specific features of peasant life from
the end of the 19th century to the 70s and 80s of the

20th century, the information given about agriculture
in his works also revives the image of the writer as a
farmer, a skilled connoisseur of the said household,
and this field has been one of the occupations of our
people since ancient times. shows what he’s doing.

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Introduction

There are such rules, traditions, and ceremonies
among Georgian Azerbaijanis-Turks, who have
their own rich traditions, that are found among the
peoples living in near and far areas. Researching
such issues from ethnographic —ethnological, as well
as other aspects, ensures that our people’s similar,
identical and different aspects with other peoples are
revealed, and makes it possible to clarify its place,
weight and significance in the world culture.

The various customs among Georgian
Azerbaijanis-Turks are manifested not only in the
Georgians with whom they live together, but also in
some peoples of Turkic origin living in the Caucasus.
This factor is clearly felt in relation to family life, as
well as in one or other issues.

According to the words of old people and
ethnographic literature, if the first respectable person
in large families was the father, then the second
person who was served, respected, and whose advice
was listened to was considered the old woman-white
birch of the house. Other girls, daughters-in-law and
middle-aged women in the family were subordinate
to him. He was informed about every work done.
Nothing was passed outside the house without his
permission. He also controlled the family’s food
stock [Aliyev, 2012:12]. This rule, which coincided
with the beginning of the 19th and 20th centuries,
was typical for the Azerbaijanis (tribes) of Dagestan
[Hadzhieva, 1990:156].

Ethnographic materials show that both endoga-
mous and exogamous marriage rules existed among
Georgian Azerbaijanis-Turks. According to the re-
searchers, if exogamy is universal and characteristic of
all peoples of the world, the rule of endogamy mar-
riage cannot be applied to every nation. Endogamous
marriage is most common in Azerbaijan, the Caucasus
and Central Asia [Hadzhieva, 1985:206-207], as well
as among Georgian Azerbaijanis [Aliyev, 2012:27].

In the regions we studied (Borchali, Garayazi,
Bashkechid, Bolus, Garachop and other areas where
Azerbaijanis live in Georgia), among the marriages
concluded with relatives was the cross-cousin mar-
riage between the uncle’s son and the aunt’s daugh-
ter. Within a certain period of time, the tendency to
marry has increased. According to the researcher-
scientist Haji Gadir Gadirzade, “increasing the role
of the mother-in-law in intra-family relations, espe-
cially in mother-in-law-daughter-in-law relations,
weakening the issue of blood kinship in intra-tribal
relations has led to the preference for marriages be-
tween milk relatives” [Gadirzade, 2003:23].

According to the information we received and
our own observations, in most families the child
warmed to the uncle quickly. Considering his uncle
as his back and support, he established a warmer re-
lationship with him and tried to resemble him in ev-
ery action. The popular proverb “a son is attracted to
an uncle, a girl is attracted to an aunt” was probably
said on this occasion [Aliyev, 2012:30].

Since his uncle was considered more intimate,
he would swear on his life. In our opinion, one of
the reasons for the emergence of croscusen marriage
was the uncle’s high position. Such marriages exist-
ed among the peoples of Dagestan until the middle
of the 20th century [Hadzhieva, 1985:147].

Material and method

Historical-ethnographic literature materials,
the results of surveys conducted among the popu-
lation, and the comparative analysis method were
used in the study of the issue. And it became clear
that one of the marriage customs widely used in
the past family life of Georgian Azerbaijanis was
“beshikkertma”. The custom of “besikkertme” is
“besikkésme”, “deyikli”, “gebokketme”, “gundag
betrothed”, “sozkesdi” and so on. was expressed in
terms such as The custom in question had the char-
acter of a covenant made between brothers, rela-
tives, neighbors and friends for future children. So,
in order to further strengthen the ties of kinship and
friendship, two people who are relatives — neighbors
or in a close relationship — agreed in advance during
the pregnancy of their wives that if any of us have a
son or daughter, they will be each other’s, and after
reaching puberty, they will get married. . In this re-
gard, they marked the head of the cradle with a sharp
knife as a symbol of the marriage of two babies. The
concept of “besikkertma” or “besikkertma” was
born from here.

Dagestan Turks and Nogai Turks also called
the custom we are talking about “besikkertma”
[TamxueBa, 1990:167; Kalafat, 2006:285].

Ethnographic materials show that among Geor-
gian Azerbaijanis-Turks, in the families of boys of
marriageable age, after a girl was chosen and ap-
proved, the issue of the embassy came up. At that
time, the boy’s father would arrange a “relative-
relative” party in which the descendants, the elders
and the elders of the tribe participated in one of the
evenings of the fall days. He opened the issue in this
meeting and studied their opinions. From the morn-
ing of the night of general agreement, they used a
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eloquent woman — a mediator — to gather informa-
tion about the chosen girl, to know her character,
work skills, cleanliness and the opinion of her par-
ents. Among the people, such a mediator was called
a “middle man” or “assistant”.

The research shows that this custom existing
among the population we studied in connection
with the embassy was also typical for other Turkic
peoples of the Caucasus, as Dagestan ethnographer
S.Sh. Hajiyeva wrote [I"'amxuesa, 1990:167].

As in Azerbaijan, among the population we
studied, after the girl’s “yes” was received, a wed-
ding ceremony was held. In this ceremony, various
expensive gifts were brought to the girl, as well as
a certain amount of money. About 5-6 months after
the marriage or engagement, and sometimes more,
the wedding ceremony was held for the “success-
ful” people. The whole village community would
participate in the very lavish wedding. We learn
from the ethnographic literature that this custom and
tradition among the Azerbaijanis of Georgia is also
widespread among the Kumyks of Dagestan [Mam-
edov, 2013:48].

Ethnographic materials show that a scarf, a
shawl and a scarf were worn for a girl at a betrothal
or engagement ceremony. From the morning of the
engagement, when the girl left the house, she had to
tie a scarf or a scarf on her head. This was considered
a sign that she already belonged to someone else,
that she was engaged. The current custom is also
spread among the Nogai Turks [Kalafat, 2006:283].

Among the population we studied, special
attention was paid to the food of the bride during her
pregnancy. They tried to feed him with high-calorie
foods and fruits and vegetables. Because the healthy
development of the baby in the womb depended on the
quality of food products, along with the clean air and
water received by the bride-to-be. He himself would
take the initiative to prepare whatever food the heart of
the pregnant bride wanted. It is said that if a pregnant
bride did not eat as much as she wanted, then she
would become pregnant and her breasts would swell.
This would cause a spot (mark) on the body of the baby
in the womb. It is written that this belief among the
studied population is also spread among Azerbaijani-
Turks (tribes) of Dagestan [["amxuesa, 1990:179].

Discussion
In the population, children were taught from a
very young age to go to the table earlier than adults

to cut bread, talk, shake hands, mumble, chew
nails, etc. Actions like «not only touching yourself,
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but burning everyone» [Rustamov, 2012:198]
are indecency. Also, they would make the child
understand that it is not allowed to walk around and
run around outside holding bread in one’s hand and
eating. Otherwise, the blessing and sustenance of
the house will run away. This approach and belief
among the studied population was also valid for the
Azerbaijani-Turks (tribes) of Dagestan [["amkuesa,
1990:162].

Special attention was paidto the laboreducationof
children so that they could develop comprehensively,
prepare for future life and face difficulties. In order
to acquire the habit of working in the regions we
have studied, boys aged 12-14 are taken to hunt
with adults, placed on ferries, familiarized with the
methods of hunting animals [Aliyev, 1995:80], as in
Azerbaijan [Guliyev, 1986:33] collect wild plants,
do housekeeping. they helped their mothers in their
work and, being ashamed of their younger siblings,
tied them with woolen shawls and carried them
around. As for 13-14-year-old girls, they would be
considered adults and would cook, wash clothes,
sew, and weave carpets. Among the Kumyks of
Dagestan, importance has been attached to the
acquisition of this type of work habits by young
children [Gadzhieva, 1961:264].

We also find similarities and similarities in cus-
toms and rules in the lives of Azerbaijani-Turks of
Georgia and some peoples living in the Caucasus in
matters related to burial and mourning ceremony.
Among the population we studied, the mourning
ceremony was performed in one of the large rooms.
The relatives and relatives of the deceased were
located on one side of the room, and the villagers
who came to mourn saw them and approached them,
saying that they shared their sorrows. The mourn-
ing women sat next to them and recited poems and
poems tuned to sad notes. This similarity or iden-
tity is also found in Dagestan dialects [Hadzhieva,
1990:183].

To protect children from the evil eye, the Azer-
baijanis of Georgia used to cover the collar of their
shirts or caps with the chile. This custom is also found
in Karachay and Dagestan [Kalafat, 2006:185].

Among the population we studied, for a girl who
marries late, they would turn to a mullah or a fortune
teller and write a prayer for luck, saying that “their
luck and path have been blocked, so there is no mes-
senger, no one to knock on the door.” After that, they
believed that the girl would fall into the direction of
all her work. The current rule and belief is also spread
among the Turks of Adjara [Kalafat, 2006:271]. Ac-
cording to the elders, the childless women in the stud-
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ied population would go to the mullah and write or
recite a prayer for children. We find the existence of
such an example in the Ajar Turks.

Our research shows that certain rules regarding
infants, implemented among Georgian Azerbaijan-
is-Turks, also existed among Ajar Turks. We dis-
tinguish this from Yashar Kalafat’s work that we
have. He writes: “What kind of features Turkish
folk beliefs have in the Turkic sphere, it is possible
to see them in Ajara Tirkliigiin as well.” “Cutting”
of the mother and her cub is common in Ajaristan.
If the birth took place in the hospital, the patient is
discharged 7 days after the birth. If the birth took
place at home, the mother and child are not allowed
to leave the house for 40 days. The baby is bathed
every day [Kalafat, 2006:272].

From time immemorial, many beliefs have
emerged among our people and have survived to
this day. Beliefs about horseshoe and ram’s horn are
an example of what we are talking about. Accord-
ing to the old people, they used to hang horseshoes,
red peppers or ram’s horns from a visible part of the
house to protect family members from the evil eye
[Aliyev, 1995:58]. It should be noted that this belief
was also widespread among Ajar Turks. The differ-
ence between them was not a ram but a goat’s horn
hanging from the door [Kalafat, 2006:274].

While collecting ethnographic materials from
the population of regions inhabited by Georgian
Azerbaijanis — Turks, they noted that they do not
sleep under walnut and fig trees. Otherwise, that
person will be hit by “vungun”, his mouth will bend,
or he will go crazy. The mentioned belief has taken
place in the life of the Ajar Turks. They call the one
who sleeps under the walnut tree “He who strikes
the sky” (lightning — A.A.) [Kalafat, 2006:275].

Among the people we studied, they used to put
pins and needles on the child, and put bread, salt
and a knife under his pillow, so that he would not
be attacked by demons or other evil spirits. Accord-
ing to belief, bread, salt, and metal objects were the
most feared by the demon. This kind of belief is also
found among the Karachay-Balkars. Ethnographic
literature mentions that they (Karachay-Balkars —
A.A.) put a metal object under the baby’s head so
that evil spirits would not touch the child’s cut na-
vel, nails and shaved hair [Ortabaeva, 2001:289]. In
the Ajar Turks, broomsticks and matchsticks were
hung from the child’s cradle, and a red cloth was
tied to the mother’s clothes. According to their be-
lief, the match was a symbol of fire/wood, and the
red color was considered a theoretical killing tool
[Kalafat, 2006:273-274].

When the first milk tooth of a child fell out,
Georgian Azerbaijanis-Turks would throw it behind
the trunk or the trunk and say “mouse, I give you my
soft (or milk) tooth, give me the ax tooth” [Aliyev,
2012:97]. The research shows that such an expres-
sion is also present in the Karachay-Balkars with a
slight difference:

Cixgan! Cixgan! — A sican! A sican!
Oski digimi al da — kdhne disimi al da,
Manga djanqi ber! — Mono toze dis ver
[Ortabaeva, 2001:289].

Among the population we studied, the child’s
“uncle” was standing, and on the day the child took
its first step, his grandparents would sacrifice a pig
and distribute it. His uncle would give the child a
“heavy” gift. Such a custom was also recorded
among the Karachay-Balkars [Botashev, 2001:175].

The result

In the past, Georgian Azerbaijanis-Turks,
pregnant women who had a girl child and did not
have a boy child, carried a “triangular piece of paper
— pitik” with a prayer written on it in their pockets.
It was believed that a boy will be born. In Karachay-
Balkars (Malkars), a pregnant woman who wanted
her child to be a boy would carry a worm tooth in
her pocket [Kalafat, 2006:408]. As it can be seen,
the difference here is only that the Azerbaijani has
a “prayer”, and the Karachay-Balkar has a “worm’s
tooth”. We think that the fact that pregnant Karachay-
Balkar women carried a “wolf’s tooth” was due to
the fact that they attached serious importance to the
wolf cult.

Let’s also say that mothers who give birth to a
girl one after the other and do not have a boy, name
their daughters “Gizjeter”, “Gizgayit”, “Yeter”,
“Basti”, etc. they would put This rule also found its
place in the works of the immortal S. Vurgun:

Anan soni doganda adina “Bosti” dedi,
Ollorimi bir folok oguldan kesdi, — dedi.
Beloydi qayda bizdo... Qiz doganda analar
Baxib qara geyordi su iistiindo sonalar;

Yaziq qadin utanib, qizarardi erindon,

Min bir varaq qopardi konliiniin defterinden;
Deyordilor: “Qiz nadir? Qazanci yox, varl yox,
Ozgo sam1 yandirir... Bu giin-sabah gedocok,
Kogori qus kimidir, oylagi tork edoecok
[Vurgun, 1961:232].

The attitude towards girls was the same among
the population we studied in the Karachay-Balkars.
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In them, families with many daughters name their
daughters “Boldu” (Became), “Burul” (Turn),
“Giztuvma” (Don’t give birth to a girl), etc. [Kalafat,
2006:361].

In the material culture of Georgian Azerbaijanis,
food is notable for its conservatism. In the kitchen
of the population, dishes of vegetable, meat and
milk origin were used [Aliyev, 2019:118], as well
as cooked dishes made from melon products. The
woman of the house would prepare the food herself.
This factor was also manifested in the Nogai Turks
living in the Caucasus. It is mentioned in the literary
material that: “They (Nogay — A.A.) consumed
meat, milk, cheese, oil, rice and various wild and
cultivated melon plants. In the summer, they ate
watermelon, fruit (melon) and various herbs,
especially those supplied from the Crimea. The food
was usually prepared by women. The men cut the
animal, skinned it, cut it into pieces and then gave it
to the women. Women also prepared various dishes
from these meats” [Kalafat, 2006:286].

A branch of the spiritual culture of Georgian
Azerbaijanis-Turks is folk medicine, or Turkish
medicine. By Turkichara, we understand the
methods and rules of treatment of various diseases
with the help of rich empirical knowledge acquired
by the people as a result of thousands of years of life
experience [Aliyev, 1995:84].

Ethnographic surveys show that the population
we studied treated various diseases with the juice of
herbs and flowers, tea, as well as fracture, umbilical
hernia and fever with special methods. This factor

also existed among the Nogai Turks. We read in
the literary material: “According to famous public
health scientists, Nogai Turks used to call public
health experts “Sueyek Usta” or “Yarakshi”. They
have three treatment methods. These methods are
massage, suppositories, and pulling. It is for navel
dropping. The material used in this treatment was
a mattress and a diaper. In some cases, the patient
to be treated was wrapped around the post of a cow
that had just been cut. This method was applied to
a well-known patient to be treated. This method
is a well-known treatment method. The author
further writes: “It is interesting that the name of
folk medicine in many places is *'Kocaklar1 yaziri”’
or "Cherchi Dermani’” but in the Caucasus, it is
called Tirkegare. The homeland of this phrase is
the Turkish geography of Azerbaijan” [Kalafat,
2006:288-290]. Apparently, although the treatment
is carried out in the same way, there is only a name
difference here, and the expression Tiirkechara is
typical for Azerbaijani Turks.

Conclusion

It is clear from the conducted research that
Georgian Azerbaijanis-Turks are close to some
peoples of the Caucasus (Daghestan Turks, Ajar
Turks, Kumyks, Nogai Turks, Karachay-Balkars,
etc.), or the similarity, as well as the overlapping
of treatment methods in folk medicine, are not
accidental. This is due to their branching from the
same root, drinking water, genetic connection.
